Evening Prayer Service

Leader opens the service with one or more of the following:

Let my prayer be set forth in your sight as incense, the lifting
up of my hands as the evening sacrifice. Psalm 141:2

Lord Jesus, stay with us, for evening is at hand and the day is past; be
our companion in the way, kindle our hearts, and awaken hope, that we
may know you as you are revealed in Scripture and the breaking of
bread. Grant this for the sake of your love. Amen.

Tend the sick,
Lord Christ; give rest to the weary, bless the dying, soothe the suffering,
pity the afflicted, shield the joyous; and all for your love's sake.
