A reading from The Book of Deuteronomy (6:1-9)

oses said: Now this is the commandment--the statutes and the ordinances--
that the Lord your God charged me to teach you to observe in the land that you
are about to cross into and occupy, so that you and your children and your chil-
dren's children, may fear the Lord your God all the days of your life, and keep all
his decrees and his commandments that I am commanding you, so that your days
may be long.

Mark (12:28-34)

O ne of the scribes came near and heard the Saducees disputing with one anoth-
er, and seeing that Jesus answered them well, he asked him, “Which command-
ment 18 the first of all?” Jesus answered, “The first is, ‘Hear, O Israel: the Lord our
God, the Lord is one; you shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, and
with all your soul, and with all your mind, and with all your strength.” The second
is this, “You shall love your neighbor as yourself.” There is no other commandment
greater than these.” Then the scribe said to him, “You are right, Teacher; you have
truly said that ‘he is one, and besides him there is no other’; and ‘to love him with
all the heart, and with all the understanding, and with all the strength,” and ‘to love
one’s neighbor as oneself,” —this 1s much more important than all whole burnt of-
ferings and sacrifices.” When Jesus saw that he answered wisely, he said to him,
“You are not far from the kingdom of God.” After that no one dared to ask him any
question.

The Nicene Creed

We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven and earth, of
all that is, seen and unseen.
